• Students should arrive at the sixth form entrance to school on St Thomas’ Road at the time allocated to their 

tutor group and entry to the building will be via the sixth form stairs 

• Students will need to complete a destinations sheet before they are given their results 

• Students will speak to a designated member of staff in the canteen or sixth form – the member of staff will be 

clearly marked on the results envelope 

• Students will leave the building via the sixth form entrance/exit once they have collected their results and spoken 

to the relevant member of staff 

• If they wish to do so, students will be allowed to celebrate and share their results in the sixth form area  

• Students who miss their time slot are to arrive at 11:00am.  Any student later than 12:00pm will get results posted 

out the next day
