Level 3 courses include A-levels and
advanced vocational qualifications. To access
these pathways, schools and colleges usually
expect a number of strong GCSE grades.

At Cardinal Newman College, A-Level courses
typically require Grade 5 or above in both English
Language and Maths, with some subjects requiring
higher grades. For example, A-Level Biology,
Chemistry and Physics usually requires at least two

Newman College level 3 BTec courses including
Business studies expect at least five GCSEs at
grade 4 or above, including a minimum of grade 4

Leve ‘ 3 in either English Language or Maths.
CO U rS e S At Preston College, Level 3 courses— including

Public Services, Sport and Engineering—generally
require five GCSEs at Grades 9-4, including at least
a Grade 4 in either English Language or

Maths, and often Science, depending on the
course. The other core subject typically needs to
be at minimum Grade 3.

For students who do not achieve the grades
needed for Level 3 study, there are still excellent
opportunities available. Students may begin with a
Level 2 qualification, which provides a strong
foundation for future progression.

At Preston College, entry requirements for most
Level 2 courses are four GCSEs at Grade 3 or
above, including English Language and Maths.

Level 2 courses usually last one year, after which
students can move onto an appropriate Level 3
course, providing a clear and supported route
towards further study or training.
