Read the instructions that follows so you know how to use 

the sentence builders effectively.



How to Use the Sentence Builder Effectively for your revision?

1. Identify what you already know (2 minutes)
○ Read through the sentence builder.
○ Highlight words you already know in one

colour.
○ This helps you clearly see which words you

still need to learn.

2. Learn new vocabulary (5 minutes)
○ Focus on the words you didn’t highlight.
○ Use the Look, Say, Cover, Write, Check

method

3. Practise using the words (5 minutes)
○ Try to write full sentences from memory using

the new words.
○ Check your sentences against the sentence

builder and make corrections if needed.

4. Independent practice (10 minutes)
○ Complete the practice tasks from memory

only (no notes or help).
○ Don’t worry about mistakes—focus on what

you can remember and use.

5. Check and improve (3 min)
○ Use the mark scheme to check your answers.

6. Reflect and prepare for next time (2 min)
○ Highlight or write down any words you got

wrong or missed.
○ These will be your focus for your next revision

session.

7. Extra Practice (Optional – 5 minutes)
○ Scan the QR codes provided and try different 

types of tasks to reinforce your learning.



Extra ideas of activities to practice the vocabulary with the sentence

builderOn your own With a Partner

Hide and recall one column at a time until the whole 

sentence can be said from memory.

Partner quiz: one person says part of the sentence 

and the other finishes it.

Write the sentence from memory without looking. Find the mistake: a partner changes a word or order 

and the student corrects it.

Change one word to create a new sentence, then 2 

words…etc.

Memory chain: take turns adding sentences without 

forgetting the previous ones.

Mixed-up order: rebuild the sentence correctly. Read sentences to each other using different voices 

or emotions.

Speed challenge: make as many correct sentences 

as possible in one minute.

Create silly sentences together.

Draw a picture to match the sentence. Ask and answer questions using the sentence 

builder.

Color code nouns, verbs, adjectives, etc. Take turns hiding columns for each other to recall.

Change the tense of the sentence (use past, present 

or future tense).

Race to build the correct sentence first.

Add extra details from your knowledge to expand 

the sentence.

True or false game: partner guesses if the sentence 

is true or silly.

SACAR (TO TAKE) SAQUÉ I TOOK

JUGAR (TO PLAY) JUGUÉ I PLAYED
